Cinnamon fern

Osmunda cinnamomea

Excellent selection for wet areas along ponds, streams, water gardens or in bogs. Also grows well in shaded borders, woodland gardens, wild gardens or native plant gardens. Easily grown in medium to wet soils in part shade to full shade. Prefers moist, rich, humusy, acidic soils, but adapts to lesser conditions, pH 5.5 to 7. Fronds 30-60 inches. Found on stream banks, vernal seeps and ponds and swamps. 

Hay scented fern

Dennstaedtia punctilobula

Attractive as a no-care alternative for lawns in woodlands, turning a brilliant gold in autumn. Grow in sun to part shade in dry, well drained sandy and acidic loam, pH 4-6. Rapid spreader in leaf mulch and forms vast colonies, especially where deer pressure is high because deer ignore it. Found on rocky slopes, meadows, woods, stream banks. Fronds 15-30 inches. 

Royal fern

Osmunda regalis

Excellent selection for wet areas along ponds, streams, water gardens or in bogs. Also grows well in shaded borders, woodland gardens, wild gardens or native plant gardens. Easily grown in medium to wet soils in part shade to full shade. Prefers moist, rich, humusy, acidic soils, but adapts to lesser conditions. pH 4-6. Found in swamps, bogs, bluffs, stream banks in moist acidic soils; fronds 24-60 inches.

Sensitive fern

Onoclea sensibilis

Best in wet woodland gardens and moist locations along streams and ponds. Also appropriate for shaded areas of a native plant garden or naturalized planting. Best grown in organically rich, medium moisture, well-drained soil in part shade to full shade. Grows quite well in average, always moist garden soil. Found in open swamps, thickets, marshes, or low woods, muddy wet meadows and stream banks. Fronds 12-36 inches.
